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Ash Wednesday Liturgy

On Ash Wednesday we had a liturgy to mark the beginning of Lent. Lent is a period of six weeks, leading up to Easter.
Traditionally on Ash Wednesday (and Good Friday), Catholics from the age of 14 go without meat, and people from the
age of 18 to 59 fast, which means that only one main meal may be eaten, along with two small meals, which together are
less than one main meal. It is a traditional Catholic custom to refrain from eating meat on the Fridays throughout Lent.
Although it is no longer compulsory, the Catholic Church encourages it. Abstinence is seen as an act of self denial.

Our liturgy was led by Mr Traynor. Opening with a blessing, and prayer followed by a reading from the book of Joel.
After the Gospel, which prompts us to do good deeds quietly and humbly, Mr Traynor spoke and the ashes were then
blessed. The captains of Christian Service and four Eucharistic Ministers then placed a cross, made from palm ashes, on
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us in our daily failings, and remind us of our need for God and his love.
It was incredible seeing all the students actively listening and acknowledging what each of the prayers meant. The

students seemed to show deep respect and acceptance for this Catholic tradition. We now look forward to the 6 weeks of

Lent as a time of preparation, a time to give up anything that may prevent us moving closer to God, a time to quietly and

humbly do good deeds for others.
